“Then I saw _________ _________ coming up out of the 
earth.” Rev 13:11 (1183)  Note: The first beast is Papal Rome. It suffered the 
deadly wound in 1798. It is in that era, this beast is seen rising to power. This 
certainly fits with the rise of the United States. 
 
 
3.   Where does it rise from?  It is “coming up out of the ___________.”  Rev 
13:11 (1183)  Note: Since water represents “peoples, multitudes, nations, and 
tongues” (see Rev 17:15), that is the nations of the old world, by contrast the 
earth represents with sparsely settled lands of the new world.  Again, this aspect 
of the prophecy fits the history of the United States completely.

Rev 13:11 (1183)  Note: The only time in 
Revelation where lamb describes a sinister power is here; every other time it 
refers to Jesus. This power must have some of the characteristics of the true 
lamb.
